Introduction

CCLRC is issuing this Request for Qualifications (RFQ) and intends to contract for
environmental consulting services in connection with a FY2023 Brownfield Cleanup
Grant (Program) which is being funded through a Cooperative Agreement with the
United States Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA). Firms interested in being
considered should reply with a Statement of Qualifications no later than 4 P.M.,
Thursday, August 31, 2023. Statements received after this deadline will not be
considered.

CCLRC will undertake an internal evaluation of the submitted SOQs. CCLRC may
choose to interview top-ranked firms and final rankings will be determined by the
CCLRC based on the combined results of the SOQ evaluation and the interviews.
Thereafter, the CCLRC will enter into a contract with the finalist.

Required Minimum Qualifications

Individuals or Firms with an Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) Voluntary
Action Program (VAP) Certified Professional (CP) on staff, who meet the qualifications
under Ohio Administrative Code (O.A.C.) 3745-300-05 and have a current certificate
issued by the Director of the Ohio EPA, and who have documented prior work
experience with the State of Ohio’s VAP (O.R.C. 3746) and the rules promulgated
thereunder. The firm may not satisfy these requirements by sub-contracting or
partnering with another firm.

To be evaluated for consideration under this RFQ, meeting the required Minimum
Qualifications is mandatory.

MBE/WBE contractors are encouraged to respond to this RFQ.



Project Overview

The Cuyahoga County Land Reutilization Corporation applied for and was selected to
receive funding under the US EPA FY 2023 Brownfield Cleanup Grant totaling $500,000
to address contamination at the Euclid-Woodlawn Redevelopment Site.

The 0.82-acre site is located at the intersection of Euclid Avenue and Woodlawn
Avenue in East Cleveland, Ohio, at the gateway to a low-income census tract and the
city’s targeted area for redevelopment. Through environmental assessments conducted
with the assistance of EPA grants, past uses were identified to include commercial
printing operations in the 1930s and 1970s, dry cleaning from at least 1935, an auto
repair garage, a gasoline station from 1967 to 1973, and auto sales from 1974 to 2021.
The assessments revealed the presence of trichloroethylene (TCE) in soil, groundwater,
and soil gas vapor at concentrations exceeding state cleanup standards with a potential
for off-site migration. Previous assessments of the Site have delineated the area
requiring remediation. CCLRC has prepared the Site for these next steps through
demolition of the former structures and removal of one underground storage tank. The
project site is at the gateway to Phase 1 of a comprehensive redevelopment of this
neighborhood in East Cleveland. It is slated for the construction of a new 60-unit
apartment building that has generated significate private developer interest contingent
on successful remediation.

CCLRC intends to hire an environmental consultant to oversee all remediation activities
during the three-year grant term (Activities). All work must be completed under the
direction of an Ohio Voluntary Action Program Certified Professional and will conform to
the standards set forth under the Ohio Voluntary Action Program.

The cleanup plan includes limited soil removal in areas of planned building foundations,
in-situ treatment of groundwater and soil in the saturated zone, and installation of a sub-
slab depressurization system during construction of the future multi-family residential
building, with VAP No Further Action submitted along with a request for a Covenant Not
to Sue (CNS) from the Ohio EPA once applicable VAP standards are achieved ensuring
that the cleanup meets standards for residential reuse and off-property migration of
contaminants are mitigated. This plan is the most effective and economic method to
achieve remediation goals for residential reuse. This remedy is appropriate because it
will reduce human exposure to onsite contamination. The selected alternative will
reduce human exposure to hazardous substances by removing the source and
eliminating the exposure pathways. The cleanup project associated with this selected
alternative is estimated to cost $500,000. The site will enter into the Voluntary Action
Program with the Ohio EPA and will have an approved Soil Management Plan (SMP)
and a Health and Safety Plan to ensure that all remediation activities are performed with
strict adherence to the health and safety of the public and the environment.

The selected firms will be subject to federal contract requirements, including, but

not limited to, Minority Business Enterprise/\Women’s Business Enterprise
(MBE/WBE) program, DBE project certification process and minimum Federal (Davis-
Bacon) wage rates, where applicable.



Scope of Service

Services including, but not limited to the following activities:

Soil Excavation and Disposal

Prepare specifications, solicit bids and recommend a remediation contractor for the
removal and disposal of impacted soils. Once under contract with the CCLRC, oversee
contractor’s activities and approve all payments at the completion of the contract.

Groundwater Treatment

Prepare specifications, solicit bids and recommend a remediation contractor for the
treatment of groundwater and soil, and the continued sampling thereafter. Once under
contract with the CCLRC, oversee contractor’s activities and approve all payments at
the completion of the contract.

Sub-Slab Depressurization Installation

Prepare specifications, solicit bids and recommend a remediation contractor for the
installation of a sub-slab system during the construction of the residential building. Once
under contract with the CCLRC, oversee contractor’s activities and approve all
payments at the completion of the contract.

Submit a request for a VAP No Further Action Letter and request a Covenant Not to
Sue from the Ohio EPA.

The selected consulting firm will be requested to provide and direct any and all qualified
personnel necessary to perform the Activities through the CCLRC’s Program.

In performing any and all of the aforementioned environmental activities, the firm may be
required to participate in the following activities:

1. Provide and maintain necessary coverage on firm/individual insurance
certificates, licenses or other contractual documentation as requested.

2. Review all provided materials, including any previously conducted environmental
reports prior to preparing a proposal of work.

3. Prepare project-specific proposals, which would include a chart showing the
names, titles and responsibilities of all personnel to be assigned to the project; a
chart showing the fee range for all possible professional services to be conducted
along with a detailed budget of cost to be proposed for each task (including sub-
contractor costs).

4. Provide project management, implementation and/or technical oversight as
needed.

5. Provide professional advice regarding environmental issues associated with land
reuse, redevelopment and other related matters.

6. Attend public or project-specific meetings with CCLRC staff and/or officials from
federal, state, and local regulatory agencies during remediation projects.

7. Communicate with CCLRC staff and officials, and other governmental entities
regarding project specifics.
